

Halloween Cinquain Poem

A cinquain (pronounced sin-kane) is a five-line poem that follows a specific pattern. There are different versions, but this is the most common: 
1. Line 1 – One word (the subject, usually a noun)
2. Line 2 – Two adjectives describing the subject
3. Line 3 – Three verbs (often ending in -ing)
4. Line 4 – A short phrase or four words about the subject
5. Line 5 – One word (synonym or summary)
